This year the U.S Department of Education (the Department) is hosting its annual Federal Student Aid
Training Conference at the Georgia World Congress Center in Atlanta, Georgia from Tuesday,
November 27 - Friday, November 30, 2018. PLEASE NOTE: On Monday, November 26, the
Department will host a Foreign Schools Preconference Day from 8:00 a.m. Eastern time (ET) — 5:45
p.m.

In addition to the Orientation to the FSA Training Conference session, the Foreign School Track
consists of the following sessions designed to comprehensively address successful foreign school
administration of the Title IV programs: Satisfactory Academic Progress (SAP), COD Hands-On,
NSLDS® Hands-On, Administering Disbursements for Foreign Schools, and Foreign Schools Update
and Q&A with Senior Department Staff.

There will be Ask-a-Fed for Foreign Schools and Foreign Schools’ team staff will be available to
answer questions and provide guidance individually to conference attendees.

Printed conference materials and handouts will not be provided on-site at the conference. The
materials will be posted on our conference website, and we ask that you print or download to your
mobile device any documents you would like to access during the conference.
